With a heart for God, and His women,
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Does the thought of “living with simplicity” seem a figment of some unknown person’s wild imaginations? Your
Bible offers examples of people walking within God’s will show dedication, vision, focus and peace, regardless of
where God’s will takes them. Like so many women today I find myself not sure where to turn next. Days end with-
out a sense of good completion. The Bible would teach me that my life is not entirely within God’s will; Jesus
Christ tells us in Matthew, chapter 11 that His yoke is easy and His burden is light. Evidently there are periods
when I leave the “easy yoke” for another more appealing. This thought is a book in itself, but I believe Scripture so
the thought is accurate. If our days are continually hard and heavy we must pause for reflection; our very lives —
physical and spiritual — may depend on it.

Recently I spoke to the ladies in our church about studying to be quiet ; it is an effort to put aside time to
spend with the LORD, but ... truly ... we do find time to do what is most important to us, to do what we really
want to do. ( 1 Thessalonians 4:11a And that ye study to be quiet,)

When my love with Harry was new it was a priority. I could talk with him all night and there are times
now, I do not want to spend much time talking at all. I have so much to do, more important things to do. Oops. Do
you recognize yourself here? Let us move one step further. Are we in a place now where we say we love the Lord
deeply but spend very little time alone with Him? We really do love Him, but we know He will understand. I am
afraid He does understand; we are as dust. He knows our weaknesses and He created us to overcome them. Think
about how many times we purpose to spend more time with our Lord by listening to Him as we read our Bibles.

He is longsuffering and is so readily receives us back. Our deserving this closeness is not even an issue, but His
goodness is. By the grace of God, if you have this day, then you can win the war! Greater is He; sweeter is He.
Psalm 119:103 How sweet are thy words unto my taste! yea, sweeter than honey to my mouth!

This year, let His goodness draw us to Himself. So much in this world is not good; we need a refuge. We
need a place to realign our thoughts to Truth. Some call it “balance”. Surely if we do not spend time with the Lord
Jesus Christ, our thinking we become skewed, distorted and then we become agitated because we were created to
spend time with the God Who created all!

Professing Christians are celebrating their “liberty” in high volume today and we should, but not to the
rejection of the law which was given for our good. Read on: Psalm 119:97 O how love I thy law! it is my medita-
tion all the day. Psalm 119:113b but thy law do I love. Psalm 119:163b but thy law do I love. Psalm 119:165
Great peace have they which love thy law: and nothing shall offend them.

This year, purpose to spend more time in the Old Testament; it was written fo the Jews but it was written
for us as also. 2Timothy 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for re-
proof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: God must mean “All Scripture”, even the Old Testament!

Many people tend to think that the Psalms were written for our comfort. They are so much more than that
and the rest of the Old Testament is so much more than law and can help you through the trials of this life. In the
winter of 1997 we were in India. My spirit felt dead. I was prepared never to return to India, meaning I’d found the
courage to take this stand with my husband. My mind had helped me to realize that this was best for us. My mind
was deceiving me. Truth was that in my sorrows and illness I had laid aside my Bible for a time. I pondered the
Scriptures and affirmed in my mind that no one I had ever read about in the Bible had suffered as I was. I had con-
vinced myself that the very Words of Life were not relevant to my life. Tell me that we do not have an adversary.
But God. A voice within me prompted me to read my Bible aloud even if I did not want to so I began where I left
off, in Isaiah and read on. In that book and those that followed I read

my pain; [ read my release from it too. Although I left India weak in the Spring, we would return again and many
times after. Even in the hard times I can smile as I recall thinking that my grief and struggles matched or exceeded
those in the Scriptures! There are simply times that “life is very hard”. Practicing holy behavior when we least feel
it seems to be a weapon in helping us fight our way back to a place of restoration.

In coming months I hope to release a book about the ministry. I am lacking the disciplines to complete it,
probably making this thing harder than it needs to be.

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LENTIL SOUP

Give it a try! Tasty; good for you! Good for the budget!

1 Ib package lentils

12 cups water or beef or chicken stock

3 large tomatoes diced similar amount of canned tomatoes
4 large carrots chopped

1 large bunch of scallions (green and white parts chopped)
1 large garlic clove chopped

2 tablespoons olive oil

8 ounces chopped mushrooms or 1/2 cup dried mushrooms coarse chopped
Ya cup fresh chopped flat leaved parsley

1 teaspoon dried rosemary or to taste

salt and pepper to taste

Soak lentils in water for 1/2 hour then rinse and drain well. In a large soup pot heat oil and cook
tomatoes, scallions, carrots, and garlic to soften vegetables, Add lentils, dried mushrooms, rose-
mary and water (or stock) and bring mixture to a boil, Cover and simmer over an hour until len-
tils are tender. Add the chopped parsley, salt and pepper to taste.
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Wait in prayer. Call on God and spread the case before. Express
your unstaggering confidence in him. Wait in faith, for unfaith-
